Your continued commitment to our school is greatly appreciated. I would
particularly like to congratulate Taylor on being re-elected as Chairperson of
the Council. Strong governance and community voice are vital to the success of
our school and we thank each member for generously giving their time to
support strategic decision-making and school improvement.

Separate to the Governing Council is our wonderful Parents & Friends
Committee. This group plays an important role in strengthening our community
through fundraising initiatives, community events and opportunities that bring
families together.

Cheese & Vegemite Scrolls
Ingredients
6 puff pastry sheets        butter to spread
Vegemite to spread      Spray oil
3 cups grated cheese 
Method
1.   Preheat oven to 190C.
2.   Line tray with baking paper.
3.   Spread butter onto each pastry sheet.
4.   Spread Vegemite onto each pastry
sheet.
5.   Roll the pastry up and cut into 8-10 slices.
6.   Place on baking paper and spray with
oil.
Cook in oven for 15-20 minutes or until
golden brown in colour.

Fried Rice
Ingredients
4 cups cooked rice  6 eggs    6 spring onions
6 rashes of bacon    oil          soy sauce
½ packet frozen peas, corn and carrot mix
Method
1.   Cook rice in rice cooker until tender.
2. Crack eggs into a bowl and beat well.
3.Add oil to large electric frying pan and
cook eggs into an omelette. 
4.   Chop omelette up into small pieces
5.Chop spring onions up finely.
6.Chop bacon up finely.
7.   Cook spring onions and bacon in frying
pan.
8.Cook peas, corn and carrots mix in
microwave until just tender.
Add all ingredients to frying pan, mix well
and add soy sauce. Serve

This term we have  been learning how to work together as a team. We played lots of fun
games to practise our collaboration skills.
